5 ’ . . ]

e Place the cabinet in final position, and check for level. If not, please adjust the feet at the bottom of the cabinet.

o Fix the cabinet onto the wall.

e Check the door for level. If not, please adjust the screw on the hinge.

o Anti-Clockwise adjustment lifts the top corner.
o Clockwise adjustment drops the top corner.

Place silicon seal to top surfaces where worktop/basin sits, and back edge of worktop/basin to wall.

e Please remove the protecting film before installing the glass shelf.
This is to prevent water collecting between the worktop/basin and the cabinet.

Please plug in plastic clamp in the proper position, then insert the glass shelf.

Instructions for door up/down reversal

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Care and Maintenance: This is a wood product, and has a water resistant finish. It should not be left wet, and the quality of the finish is best maintained if it is wiped with a dry cloth
after use. It should only be cleaned using a soft damp cloth followed by a dry cloth. Do not use bleach or any abrasive cleaner.
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Please decide the location of the handles (left hand or right hand).
Then use the template supplied to drill the handle holes.
They should be countersunk holes as the below diagram.
