INTERVIEW

ALAIN  BERTEAU

Furniture Designer

Who is Alain ?
As an architect and designer I 
do not pretend. I do my job with 
a lot of intensity and passion. 
I truly believe that I consider 
the design well before the 
expression. Design is above all a 
source of solution.

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DOES BEING ARTISTIC RUN IN 
YOUR FAMILY ?

I think it's a bit of a reaction 
as none of my parents are. We 
were four children, three of 
whom became very artistic, an 
author, � lmmaker and me the 
designer. 

At 12, I already knew that I 
wanted to work in architecture, 
comics or design without 
knowing what it really intailed. 
I drew cars, cartoons, animals. I 
made models all the time.

HOW DO YOU START THE 
CREATION PROCESS ? 

For me, one must always start 
from a functional ambition and 
then solve it, which is by far the 
simplest part. 

However once the production 

part is resolved, the most 
pleasant part though, is the 
aesthetic part. "Designing 
is mainly the pleasure of 
developing new practical 
concepts and not to put myself 
in a stylistic pretense. 

I am an architect who does 
design.

ARCHITECT OR DESIGNER ? 

In general, the job of architect 
and designer remains the same. 
The scale is di� erent, the � eld of 
action as well, but the practice 
and the cultural universe remain, 
overall, similar.

HAVE YOU BEEN INFLUENCED 
BY ANYTHING PARTICULAR ? 
WHETHER CINEMATOGRAPHIC, 
MUSICAL OR EVEN A 
PARTICULAR PERIOD OF 
HISTORY.

Very good question. Yes!

I'm a little obsessed with the 
60s, the Jazz and the entire 
existentialist period of Cinema 
and Design.

It's hard to say how this 

in� uenced my approach to 
design. But when I was young 
and long before it became 
fashionable with vintage I knew 
by heart Charles Eames , Arne 
Jacobsen, George Nelson. 
But also the career of Marcel 
Breuer  and the great Danish 
and Italian classics I digested 
well before starting my studies 
of architecture. With buddy 
musicians I was able to dive into 
jazz and as the golden age of 
jazz is the same time it's quite 
interesting. There must be a 
link between my taste of design 
and music. So I am sure,  I am 
strongly in� uenced by the 60's.

DID YOU GROW UP IN 
A RURAL OR URBAN 
ENVIRONMENT ? DOES THIS 
PLAY A ROLE IN YOUR JOB ?

I have always considered myself 
an "urban" because I grew up 
in a capital but I have a strong 
a� ection for large forests, I 
love it. The wood, the cabinet 
making, it speaks to me. The 
organic side, the nature, the 
natural materials they are an 
obsession. So one cannot go 
without the other, they go hand 
in hand.

But in summary, my background 
is much more urban than rural.
